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Step 3 — Punch Out Your Circles

@ Once you have your circles drawn
on the paper you can remove the
stencil and use the hole punch to
make the holes.

Step 4 — Add Some LEGO

e With the holes in place you can now attach the paper to LEGO bricks!

Step 8 — Blink/Fade Bracelet

e Use our Blink/Fade Board to create a bracelet with lighting effects!
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Step 9 — Brick Bracelet

e Make a light-up "Brick Bracelet"
using paper, Maker Tape, and some
Crazy Circuit parts!
